SOLEMNITY OF THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD:  
 

 
When they had gathered together they asked 
him, “Lord, are you at this time going to 
restore the kingdom to Israel?” He answered 
them, “It is not for you to know the times or 
seasons that the Father has established by his 
own authority. But you will receive power 
when the holy Spirit comes upon you, and you 
will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout 
Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the 
earth.” When he had said this, as they were 
looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took 
him from their sight. While they were looking 
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intently at the sky as he was going, suddenly 
two men dressed in white garments stood 
beside them. They said, “Men of Galilee, why 
are you standing there looking at the sky? This 
Jesus who has been taken up from you into 
heaven will return in the same way as you 
have seen him going into heaven.” Then they 
returned to Jerusalem from the mount called 
Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a sabbath 
day’s journey away (Acts 1:1–12) 
The Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord 
commemorates the fortieth day after the 
Resurrection when Jesus ascended body and 
soul into Heaven and took His seat at the right 
hand of His Father.  
In the Apostles Creed we pray: “He ascended 
into Heaven and sits at the right hand of God 
the Father Almighty; from there He will come 
to judge the living and the dead...” 
The Ascension marks the completion of Jesus’ 
earthly mission. It was celebrated annually 
from as early as apostolic times. 
Historically, this holy has been celebrated 40 
days after Easter Sunday – the Thursday in the 
sixth week of Easter. When celebrated on a 
Thursday, the Ascension of the Lord remains 
a holy day of obligation. The Church expects 
Catholics to attend Mass every Sunday already, 
so when the Ascension is celebrated on a 
Sunday, attendance is doubly encouraged. This 
year this feast is celebrated on Thursday 14th 
May, while in some places, the Feast is 
transferred to Sunday.  
St. Augustine first points us to reflect on the 
Ascension with the words of St. Paul in his 
letter to the Colossians (Col. 3:1-4): 
Today our Lord Jesus Christ ascended into 
heaven; let our hearts ascend with him. Listen 
to the words of the Apostle: If you have risen 
with Christ, set your hearts on the things that 
are above where Christ is, seated at the right 
hand of God; seek the things that are above, 
not the things that are on earth. For just as he 
remained with us even after his ascension, so 
we too are already in heaven with him, even 
though what is promised us has not yet been 
fulfilled in our bodies. 
In the words of St Leo, at the end of His earthly 
life Jesus ascends triumphantly into heaven. 
The Church acclaims Him in His holy 
humanity, invited to sit on the Father's right 
hand and to share His glory. But Christ's 
Ascension is the pledge of our own. Filled with 
an immense hope, the Church looks up 
towards her leader, who precedes her into the 
heavenly home and takes her with Him in His 
own person: "for the Son of God, after 
incorporating in Himself those whom the 
devil's jealousy had banished from the earthly 

paradise, ascends again to His Father and 
takes them with Him."  
St Paul in his letter to 1 Timothy 3:16 has this 
to say: 

“He was manifested in the flesh, 
Vindicated by the Spirit, 

Seen by angels, 
Proclaimed among the nations, 

Believed on in the world 
Taken up in glory.” 

Only Jesus and His Blessed Mother have 
entered into the glories of Heaven, body and 
soul. Jesus’ Ascension implies that He did so by 
His own authority and power. The Blessed 
Virgin Mary’s Assumption implies that she 
entered Heaven, body and soul, by God’s 
power, and not her own. 
As we celebrate the Ascension, try to 
prayerfully meditate upon the perfect unity of 
Jesus’ human and divine natures. Ponder 
further the truth that because the Son of God is 
both God and man, and He beholds His Father 
and the Holy Spirit as both God and man, He 
invites each of us to begin to share in that 
glorious vision. Only after we fully die in and 
with Him and rise to new life in and with Him 
will we be able to know Him clearly and share 
in His glorious resurrected and ascended life.
